The third trial with the robot was performed on a hard cement surface in a basement. The robot started approximately in the center of the room; performing the humidity and temperature acquisition sequence, and then started the movement routine. The only obstacle that the robot encountered was the basement wall. It took the robot a little longer to steer away from the wall than other obstacles, but, the robot did so successfully. Like in the other trials, the robot successfully recorded temperature and humidity samples on to a USB flash drive about every 40 seconds. Unlike the other graphs from Trial 1 and Trial 2, this one contains a few “spikes” in it. They were caused by the robot entering and exiting areas of shade and light. The temperature and humidity graph from this trial is shown below. No problems were encountered during this 10 minute trial.
